Steps to 
Prevent a Fall

1  MOVE your body
CARET-RIGHT �Build your balance, strength and flexibility with 

regular physical activity
CARET-RIGHT �Enhance your stability and co-ordination with 

activities such as walking, swimming or Tai Chi
CARET-RIGHT �Increase the intensity of your physical activity over 

time to build stronger muscles

3  REMOVE hazards
CARET-RIGHT �Keep your floors clutter free
CARET-RIGHT �Install grab bars in the bathroom
CARET-RIGHT �Use handrails and turn on lights on all 

staircases
CARET-RIGHT �Wear well-fitting and supportive footwear 

inside and outside
